Dear Valued Member of the Community

I am writing to request a personal favor to support a cause that affects all of us.

For the first time, Hindi has been included in the US Government list of critical languages. There is suddenly an awareness of India, its languages and culture. More and more colleges are offering Hindi Language courses as the demand for such programs is rising. At the school levels, Texas and Virginia have recognized Hindi programs that give Foreign Language credit to Hindi Students, which is required for High School Graduation. Every state has criteria in place to award such credit; however, Hindi Education programs do not yet have formal recognition in all 50 states. Now is the time when other State Education departments would be receptive to recognizing Hindi programs and giving such credit to students learning Hindi in programs such as community /Sunday schools outside the school day.

WHF has been working with local School Districts to create a structure for Community School Hindi Programs so that students of such programs could apply for High School foreign language credit. There is a lot of work that still needs to be done to achieve this. State standards, curriculums, assessments and materials need to be developed and formalized, and subsequently extended to School Districts across the US. A group of Hindi Educators from all over the US are currently involved in a national Standards project through the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages. This project will provide structural support to School level Hindi Programs, as well as set guidelines for the development of needed resources and materials. Your support will certainly go a long way.
